Conifers 
Austrian Pine:  30-60 ft. tall.  Dense, fast growing pyramidal shaped tree.   Good for windbreaks & landscaping. 

Blue Spruce:  40-60 ft. tall.  Bluish-green pyramidal shaped tree, slow growing.  Good for landscaping & windbreaks. 

Douglas Fir:  40-100 ft. tall.  Native, requires more moisture than P. Pine.  Good for reforestation & Christmas trees. 

Ponderosa Pine:  40-100 ft. tall.  Native, open canopy, withstands hotter and drier sites.  Good for reforestation & wildlife. 

Rocky Mountain Juniper:  15-25 ft. tall.  Smaller pyramidal tree, drought tolerant.  Good for windbreaks & wildlife. 
 

Hedges and Conservation 

Blue Elderberry: 10-25 ft tall. Native, drought tolerant shrub with rapid growth. Good for windbreaks & wildlife. 
Caragana:  5-15 ft. tall.  Drought tolerant multi-stemmed shrub with yellow flowers.  Good for windbreaks & wildlife. 

Chokecherry:  10-25 ft. tall.  Native, drought tolerant, white flower spikes and red fruit.  Good for wildlife, jelly & syrup. 

Golden Currant:  5-10 ft. tall.  Native, multi-stemmed, yellow flowers and black berries.  Good for wildlife, jams & jelly. 

Serviceberry:  10-20 ft. tall.  Native, multi-stemmed, white flowers and purple berries.  Good for wildlife & windbreaks. 

Wood’s Rose:  3-6 ft. tall.  Native rose, forms thickets; pink flowers and red rose hips.  Good for wildlife & windbreaks. 
 

Shade 
Littleleaf Linden: 30-45 ft. tall. Pyramidal to rounded crown, heart shaped leaves, fragrant white flowers.  Good for shade. 

Northern Red Oak:   60-80 ft. tall. Broad crown, moderately fast growing, acorns, red fall leaves.  Good shade & wildlife. 

Thornless Honeylocust:  30-50 ft tall.  Adaptable to a wide range of soil textures.  A good tree for cities & lawns. 
 

Riparian/Wetland 
Quaking Aspen:  30-50 ft. tall.  Native, fast growing, white bark and yellow fall leaves.  Good for riparian & ornamental. 

Redosier Dogwood:  6-15 ft. tall.  Native, multiple red stems, white flowers and berries.  Good for riparian & ornamental. 

Yellow Willow:  10-20 ft. tall.  Native, multi-stemmed, yellow stems, smooth gray bark.  Good for riparian & ornamental. 
 

Ornamental 
Common Purple Lilac:  8-15 ft. tall.  Fragrant lavender to purple flowers. Good for hedges and windbreaks. 

Oregon Holly Grape: 3-5 ft. tall.  Native, thorny leaves, clusters of yellow flowers.  Good for ornamental & wildlife. 

Selkirk Crabapple:  15-25 ft. tall.  Dark purplish pink flowers, red fruits.  Good for ornamental and wildlife.   

White Rugosa Rose:  4-6 ft. tall.  Multi-stemmed, large white flowers, large fleshy leaves. Good for ornamental & hedges. 
 

 

 

All trees and shrubs are dipped in a solution of water retaining gel granules and beneficial root fungi to enhance survival.
